OPENING OF THE MEETING
Call Meeting to Order
The regular meeting of the Kings County Behavioral Health Advisory Board was called to order at 12:05 p.m. by Chairman, Joe Neves. Quorum was not met. This meeting continued as a committee.

· Open House for Amanda’s Home @ 11359 15th Avenue, Lemoore, CA is scheduled for May 31, 2017 from 11am-1pm.
· Resource Development Associates (RDA) presented on the 2014-2017 Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) Plan Update as well as the 2017-2020 MHSA Plan Process, with the following feedback/discussion:
Initial responses were regarding what participants hoped to see in the new 3 year plan:

· Support for parents with 0-5 children as in the home visiting parents as teachers program.

· Maternal health-incorporating mental health with postpartum services.

· Integrating substance use services with perinatal programs.

· Integration of care-physical, substance use, behavioral health, mental health, life skills, etc.
· Specialty children’s services, such as complex trauma.
· Forensic mental health services for victims, law enforcement, critical incidents, and perpetrators.

· Homeless car and housing
· Adventist Health – it is their priority to address substance abuse and mental health needs in Kings County and the areas where they have clinics. They are looking for partnering solutions.
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· Access in care for foster kids for mental health services.
· Further services after the 5150 time frame.

· Disconnect between mental health and law enforcement, such as 49 ½.

· Co-responder program with psychiatrist, etc. partnering with law enforcement.
· Mobile crisis

· A steering committee will be meeting over the summer to work on the new 3 year plan

· General feedback on the RDA presentation

· Substance abuse counseling – prevention and intervention – MHSA can support these efforts.
· Discussed who provides universal screenings for children

· Discussed the need to leverage funds through Medi-Cal billing.

· Questions regarding how the data was calculated and the inequity that seems to exist in the number of Latino adults versus children.
· Inequity in the number of participants in different programs because of a lack of demographic tracking was discussed.
· Responses to the question, “what have you noticed in the last three years that have improved or working well?”
· In relation to homelessness and housing, the Anchors housing project.

· The number of those participating in the Oak Wellness Center has risen.

· The collaboration between county agencies and other entities is working well.
· The Collaborative Justice Treatment Court is working well and needs more funding.

· Champions will be opening a site in Avenal in July and offering an interpersonal violence program, substance use program and case management at the corner of 6th and Kings.
· Debbie Grice from Kings Partnership for Prevention will be presenting at the June advisory board meeting.
