CHAIRMAN UPDATES
Approval of Minutes

MENTAL HEALTH/SUD/BH UPDATES
Cultural Competency Plan Update
Ahmad Bahrami, Behavioral Health Program Manager, presented on the Cultural Competency Plan Update and informed the board that the Cultural Competency Task Force meets the 2nd Thursday of each month from 10-11am @ Behavioral Health. Ken made a motion to accept the Plan Update and Debbie seconded. All were in favor.
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Kings County Data Notebook
Cris Hernandez, Behavioral Health Program Manager, presented on the 2017 Kings County Data Notebook, which focused on Older Adults. There was extensive discussion related to Question 8. The board agreed to amend the Notebook with the following changes to the bullets under Question 8:

· The first bullet will be changed to read: “Offer increased mental health services, including screening, in the home.”

· A bullet will be added to read: “Although the county does have access to many of the services that are listed in the Data Notebook, the services that are available are not necessarily tailored toward older adults, although they meet the criteria to participate.”


Ken made a motion to approve the Data Notebook as amended and Scott seconded.  All were in favor.
MHSA Plan Update
Katie Arnst, Behavioral Health Program Manager, presented on the Mental Health Services Act 3 year Plan, which will be released for public comment on December 21st. The Plan will be presented to this board for approval at its regularly scheduled January meeting and then will go to the Board of Supervisors for final approval.
