OPENING OF THE MEETING
A.
Call Meeting to Order

II. UNSCHEDULED APPEARANCES
Katie Arnst reported on the state-wide findings for the 2014 Each Mind Matters Impact Report Card which works to reduce stigma.
III. CHAIRMAN UPDATES 

Approval of Minutes

The minutes of March 23, 2015 were presented to the Board for approval. Debra Allen made a motion to approve the minutes and Joe Neves seconded. All were in favor.

May Board Meeting Schedule
Joe Wright made a motion to cancel the regular board meeting in May, due to the Memorial Day holiday and Debra Allen seconded. All were in favor.
Bylaw Update
Diane Walker is working on the changes and a rough draft will be available to the Committee in the near future.
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2015 Strategic Planning Goals/Subcommittees

IV. SUBCOMMITTEE REPORTS

V. MENTAL HEALTH/SUD/BH UPDATES
SB82 Grant Application
Katie Arnst reported that we have applied for a grant to receive $995,000 for a Crisis Residential facility. The project proposes an 8 bed facility with capacity up to 16, for a 14-30 day voluntary stay, for ages 18-59. This proposes to reduce hospitalization by 48% in our community.
Spirituality 101/Mental Health 101 Training Report

Brenda Randle reported on two trainings that took place April 17-18. Friday’s training was geared towards clinicians and brought to light the impact that a person’s spiritual life has on their overall wellness – 55 people attended. Saturday’s training was geared towards the faith based community and sought to help educate regarding mental health disorders and available resources in our community to assist them when they are supporting their congregations and community members.
SAMHSA Grant Application
Brenda Randle reported that we have applied for a grant to receive $300,000 each year for the next 3 years to expand our Collaborative Justice Treatment Court.
Project Homeless Connect Report
Brenda Randle reported 1,051 guests (children: 77; 62+: 88; pets: 154) participated in our local 2015 Kings/Tulare Project Homeless Connect events (based on the Point in Time survey).  This includes Hanford, Porterville, Tulare and Visalia. Access to birth certificates was requested by participants. Brenda shared the report visually on screen.

Anchors Open House Update


Brenda Randle reported that about 60 people attended the Anchors Open House event. She said there is a tenant association for those that live at Anchors. A case manager is on location once a week and meets with all of the tenants. There are five tenants with five vacancies. She noted for the group that there are differing criteria for the different Anchors projects. 
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CIT Training for Law Enforcement

Katie Arnst reported on and provided information on Crisis Intervention Team (CIT) Training, which is an evidence based program, which provides “law enforcement and other first responder’s education about recognizing the signs of mental illness when responding to a person experiencing a mental health crisis.” The training focuses on education and practical application.
VI. KINGS COUNTY COMMUNITY UPDATES
· Crystal Hernandez reported on the Maternal Health Summit, where they had 120 registrants, 106 participated, 76 filled out the survey. The Summit covered a good variety of information and included some vignettes. This was funded through AB109 (Proposition 47); the grant covered the venue and lunch.

· Ken shared an update from the Suicide Prevention Task Force (SPTF):

· Slick Rock Festival will take place May 15th.
· May 29th is the Rawhide game in Visalia will be having Mental Health Awareness Night. Teams are going to be wearing mental health jerseys and the first 500 people get t-shirts or caps.
VII. KINGS VIEW UPDATE
· Rich Smith reported that Kings View is working with County providers in converting the Anasazi client data base to ICD-10 coding format for all state Medi-Cal reimbursements. This should be in place by July 1st. The federal mandate requirement is Oct. 1st, so we will have time to work out any kinks.
· Kings View has a contract with the SPTF to use the DRAW program. This will be utilized on 9 junior college campuses and provides brief therapy to college students who are experiencing heightened levels of depression and potential suicidal risk. The DRAW counselor provides education as well as therapy when needed. The contract will be extended for a third year.
· They have had 35 participate in Dialectical Behavior Therapy (DBT), which requires a commitment of a minimum of 6 months. They are working on a new group for DBT Friends and Family of those suffering from mental health disorders. This also requires a 6 month commitment and the first six month period has been completed. This is open to anyone (not just family/friends of those being served at Kings View) who has a friend or family member who suffers from emotional reactivity. Eric Douglas @ Kings View can provide further information on the DBT program.
II. OAK WELLNESS CENTER UPDATE
· Debra reported on the awards ceremony for Volunteers and the Speaker’s Bureau spoke as well.
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· She reported on her participation in the Train the Trainers for Local Mental Health Boards and Commissions.

· Debra reported that Ethics Training is mandatory for all board members every two years. It is about a two hour online training.
· There will be training on June 6th in Sacramento for the Central Valley where elections will also take place for the CALM Board.

· She read a letter from the CALM Board in appreciation for Behavioral Health’s assistance in getting the mailing out regarding dues increase.
· Don Deeds made a motion to accept training from a member of the CALM Board and Danette seconded. All were in favor.
· The Board discussed incorporating the CALM Board four hour training with our annual all day strategic planning/training day.
· The CALM Board is changing its name to California Association of Behavioral Health Boards.
